About the Interfaith Center of Greater Philadelphia  
 

Founded in January 2004, the Interfaith Center of Greater Philadelphia (ICGP) emerged as a 
regional response to the national tragedy of 9/11. Since its inception the Interfaith Center has 
served more than 10,000 individuals, partnered with 150 local religious congregations and 
institutions and two dozen civic and service organizations, and, to this day, remains one of the 
few organizations of its kind across the country.  
 
Interfaith work is not easy. We grapple with and tackle one of the most divisive, age-old, and 
worldwide subjects:  religious conflict. Rather than try to confront this on a global scale, we face 
it instead in a more tangible, realistic way right here in Philadelphia through programs in 
education, dialogue, and community service. Our work in three critical areas - Youth 
Development & Service Learning; Adult Learning & Dialogue; and as convener of the Religious 
Leaders Council – has been locally praised and nationally recognized by leaders in the non- 
profit and private sectors and in the media, including a feature story in The New York Times.    
       

Our Distinguished Honoree  
 
The Interfaith Center is proud to honor posthumously 

Thomas S. Stewart with our first annual Dare to 

Understand Award. An Executive Vice President of PNC 

Financial Services, Tom was decorated for his service to 
the U.S. Navy during the Cuban Missile Crisis. He led an 
impressive philanthropic life, serving as a lifetime 
member of the St. Andrew’s Society of Philadelphia, 
President of the Philadelphia Alumni Association of 
Williams College, and on numerous nonprofit boards, 
including the Interfaith Center. He was also a life-long 
member of Bryn Mawr Presbyterian Church, where he 
was an Elder and Trustee. Tom’s legacy continues 
through his wife, Cynthia, who joined the Interfaith 
Center Board in 2011, and through the lives of his 
children, Tommy, Kim and Holly, and six grandchildren.  
 
Tom’s passion for interfaith relations emerged from personal tragedy when his son-in-law 
perished in the Twin Towers on 9/11. Tom turned his grief toward tolerance and became an 
interfaith activist. Elected to the Center’s Board of Directors in 2006, he championed our cause 
forcefully, with dignity and grace. For us, Tom was truly the personification of our motto, “dare 
to understand,” and we cannot think of a better inaugural honoree of this award.

About the Performance  
 
The Interfaith Center of Greater Philadelphia is proud to present an evening with critically-
acclaimed Broadway star Ann Crumb. Ms. Crumb is a Tony Award-nominated singer and actress 
whose work has been applauded as “superb” (The New York Times), “marvelous” (New York 
Post), and “outstanding” (London Times).  The Philadelphia Inquirer proclaims “you can call Ann 
Crumb, simply, divine.”  The evening’s concert will feature Ann along with pianist James Bassi in 
a compilation of Broadway hits and some jazz pieces.  This special event is not to be missed!    
 
Before the show, be sure to stop by early for light refreshments and a lively dialogue with some 
of the impressive young leaders from our nationally-recognized Walking the Walk youth service 
learning initiative. Following the concert, sponsors and their guests will be treated to a VIP

About the Artists  
 
ANN CRUMB has performed classical and jazz concerts throughout the USA and Europe, 
including Carnegie Hall and the Kimmel Center. Ms. Crumb has originated numerous leading 
roles on Broadway and London's West End, starring in Aspects of Love (becoming the first 
American actress chosen by Andrew Lloyd Webber to create a starring role), Neil Simon’s 
London premiere of The Goodbye Girl, Nine, Les Miserables, Chess, and Anna Karenina, for 
which she received a Tony Nomination. She headlined the National Tours of Swing and Music of 
the Night and starred in National Tours of Evita and Man of La Mancha. Ms. Crumb is also the 
recipient of the Ovation, Barrymore, and Arts Recognition Awards and has received numerous 
nominations, including the Broadway National Theater and Henry Awards. Her first jazz 
recording, "A Broadway Diva Swings," charted nationally and she recorded "Three Early Songs" 
for the Grammy Award-winning "George Crumb’s 70th Birthday Album."  Off stage, Ms. Crumb 
is the founder and president of The Rescue Express, a Philadelphia-based animal rescue. The 
daughter of renowned Philadelphia musical composer George H. Crumb, she is a resident of 
New York but considers the Philadelphia area her second home.  
 
Thrilled to be back onstage with Ann, JAMES BASSI is a composer and pianist with a diverse 
career. Mr. Bassi’s compositions encompass vocal, choral, orchestral, chamber, and theatre 
music, including premieres and performances at Avery Fisher, Carnegie, and Merkin Halls. He 
has received numerous composition grants, including the National Endowment for the Arts.
